CONFIDENTIALITY, PUBLICITY AND TALENT HOLD GUIDELINES

Talking about the show
· ALWAYS get Mariah’s permission before you talk about the show with anyone.

· Before Oxygen announces in a press release that you’re participating in the show, don’t talk about the show or your involvement in it at all.

· You should NEVER talk directly to the press unless the interview is coordinated and set up through Mariah or someone on her team.  Even if the interview is coordinated through Oxygen Communications, you may not speak to a reporter without an Oxygen Communications representative on the phone or in person with you.

· After Oxygen announces you’re a participant, but before any episodes have aired, any discussions you have with the press – even to confirm that you’re a participant – need to be coordinated through Oxygen.  
· After Oxygen announces that you’re a participant, you may post the fact that you’re a participant on your personal web site and, if you coordinate through Mariah, you may include excerpts of press releases that Oxygen has issued; BUT, do not mention or discuss the show in any other way on your web site.  And remember, if you’re contacted by the press because of what’s on your web site or otherwise, you CANNOT speak with the press unless the interview is coordinated through Oxygen.
· After an episode has aired, you may talk ONLY about what was in that episode (not what was edited out or what went on behind the scenes).  NEVER talk with anyone – family, friends, the press -- about what was edited out of an episode, what went on behind the scenes, difficulties between participants, how you or another participant performed in a particular task, or decisions that the producers may have made.
· If one of you violates the agreement by talking about confidential information (e.g., what went on behind-the-scenes, what got edited out of the show or something else that’s not in an episode), that does not mean the rest of you have the right to repeat it or to talk about it more.  
The Press/Publicity:

· The press means newspapers, magazines, radio stations, television, Internet sites, bloggers, Twitter, and anyone who might publicly repeat what you say about the show. You need to be aware of all of them.  And they are everywhere -- lurking and listening to you when you don’t know about it.

· You may talk with the press about the show and your involvement with the show only if the interview is set up and coordinated through Oxygen.

· If Oxygen approves your doing an interview, do NOT give the reporter any of your contact information (home phone, cell phone, email etc).  Oxygen will connect you to the reporter. 

· Always confirm with Mariah that an interview is approved.  Bloggers and journalists may make you think Oxygen has sanctioned an interview when in fact it has not, and an Oxygen Communications representative must be on the phone or in person with you when you speak to any member of the press.

· Before the series starts airing and while it’s airing, you may not go to any public event where press may be (e.g., red-carpet or celebrity parties, premiere events) without Mariah’s prior approval.  If they approve your attending such an event, you may only talk about the show as and if they permit you to.
Viewing Parties:

· You may not host, organize or attend a viewing party in a public place – a bar, restaurant, coffee shop or any other establishment.  If you’re in a public place when the show is on, you may not ask them to put the show on television.
 
· You may not host, organize or attend a viewing party in a private residence with fellow participants, bloggers, media, press, etc.     
Other:

· You may not get an agent or a manager before the episode in which you are removed from the show is aired.  If you already have one, that is fine.

· You may not write a book about your experience on the show without Lauren’s approval.
· No fraternizing with other participants except at events/functions approved of in advance by Oxygen.
· No appearing in any other unscripted television without the prior permission of Oxygen until 1 year after the last episode you’re in has aired.
Talent Hold


· Oxygen has an option to make your services as a performer exclusive to Producer for a period of up to one year by paying you $9,000.
· This option may be exercised at any time up to three months from the exhibition of the last episode of the series in which you appear.  
· Before the option has been exercised, if you receive a firm offer to perform in any media (e.g., as an actor or host in a television program, commercial, or movie) you must immediately notify Lauren by e-mail or fax. 
· Oxygen has the right to prevent you from accepting the offer by exercising the talent hold within five business days of receipt of the notification. 
· Once the talent hold option has been exercised, you must continue to obtain Lauren’s prior approval before accepting any offer to perform for the duration of the hold.

The Penalties:

· Financial:  Participants have suffered financial consequences as a result of violating these requirements.  These may include paying sums of money as damages.

· Legal:  The agreement in which all of these prohibitions are laid out is a binding contract.  If you violate the agreement, Oxygen may sue you for damages.  
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
